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Arms into Art - 
a virtual exhibition in cooperation with Núcleo de Arte, Maputo

The extra-ordinary exhibition shows 30 sculptures made out of landmines, machine guns and other handweapons. The war material inspired to the creation of sometimes fragile, sometimes robust  works of art. Fourteen Mozambican artists express the resilience of a people overcoming the consequences of a civil war.

The physical exhibition was co-initiated by the Mozambican Christian Council and was part of a successful campaign to convince  civilians to hand in arms in exchange for agricultural tools and to de-mine the countryside.

The 29 sculptures are shown against a rusty coloured background. The extensive site also provides the CVs and pictures of the 14 participating artists. In a third section the history of the Núcleo is given. The site is in the English, Portuguese, Dutch and Danish language.
 This virtual exhibition has been produced by the Africaserver in cooperation with the collective of artists Núcleo de Arte in Mozambique.

The exhibition has been opened online simultaneously on the 17 September 1999
in Amsterdam by:
Mr Alvaro O da Silva, Ambassador of Mozambique to the Benelux
in Maputo by:
Mr Arie van der Wiel, Ambassador of the Netherlands to Mozambique.

Both ambassadors wrote a statement in the guestbook and communicated online with each other. The Dutch embassy hired an internet cafe in Maputo to watch the virtual exhibition with over thirty artists.
